2.2. The Customer is conferred on the academic rights in
compliance with the Federal Law of the Russian Federation dated
December 29, 2012, No. 273-FZ "On education in the Russian
Federation", Part 1, Article 34, including the following rights:
2.2.1. To obtain information on issues related to the organization
and proper provision of services defined by the Contract,
Section |, from the University;

2.2.2. To use the property of the University necessary for the
completion of the educational program in accordance with the
local regulations;

2.2.3. To participate in social, cultural, health and recreation
events as well as other events organized by the University in
accordance with the local regulations;

2.2.4. To obtain complete and accurate information on the
assessment of the Customer's knowledge and skills as well as
assessment criteria.

2.3. The University is obliged:

2.3.1. To enroll the Customer as a postgraduate student at
Samara University if the Customer meets all admission
requirements defined by the legislation of the Russian
Federation, the University Charter and local regulations;

2.3.2. To provide the Customer with accurate information on the
University and on the paid educational services it provides prior
to the signing of the Contract and while the Contract remains in
force in order to ensure the Customer makes a well-informed
choice. The information on the provision of the paid educational
services is provided as defined by the Law of the Russian
Federation dated February 7, 1992, No. 2300-1 "On consumer
protection" and by the Federal Law of the Russian Federation
dated December 29, 2012, No. 273-FZ "On education in the
Russian Federation”. The University provides the information at
the location of the actual implementation of the educational
activities. The information is also available on the official website
of the University;

2.3.3. To organize and ensure proper provision of services
defined by the Contract, Section |. The educational services are
provided in compliance with the Federal State Educational
Standard, curriculums (incl. individual curriculums), and
timetables of the University;

2.3.4. To provide the Customer with proper conditions for
completing the chosen program;

2.3.5. To ensure the recognition of the Customer’s inherent
dignity, protection from any forms of physical or mental violence,
or personal insult, and protection of the Customer’s life and
health;

Customer's transfer to other educational institutions offering
educational programs of a corresponding level and majors. In
the event of a suspension of the license, a suspension of the
state accreditation in full or in relation to certain levels of
education, large groups of certain fields of study, the establisher
and (or) an administrative body of Samara University authorized
by the establisher upon the Customer’s request ensures the
Customer's transfer to other educational institutions offering
main educational programs of a corresponding level and majors
that have the state accreditation. A procedure and conditions of
the transfer are defined by the federal executive body
authorized to develop the state policy and legal regulations for
education.

2.4. The Customer is obliged to observe the Federal Law of the
Russian Federation dated December 29, 2012, No. 273-FZ "On
education in the Russian Federation", Article 43, including the
following requirements:

2.4.1. To provide the International Office of Samara University
with the following documents for registration in the University
and in the Migration Department of the Main Directorate of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Federation for the
Samara Region on the first working day after their arrival in the
Russian Federation:

- an original of their passport (expiring not earlier than 18
months after receiving an entry visa of the Russian Federation)
or other document authorizing a foreign citizen to cross the
border of the Russian Federation;

- a migration card,

- an application form with their color photo;

- a certified translation of the passport into Russian (translated
by the Embassy of the Russian Federation or notary bodies of
the Russian Federation);

- a copy of the passport photo pages;

- an original of a document confirming their previous education
(incl. supplements) legalized in compliance with the legislation
of the Russian Federation if applicable. In case of any
inconsistencies in the provided information/documents the
University reserves the right to expel the Customer during the
entire period of study;

- a certified translation of the document confirming their previous
education (incl. supplements) into Russian (translated by the
Embassy of the Russian Federation or the notary bodies of the
Russian Federation);

- results of a medical examination including information on
preventive vaccines, a psychiatrist statement, an addiction
psychiatrist statement, a fluorography examination. The results
should be translated into Russian and notarized.

If the Customer fails to provide the results, the Customer is sent
to a preliminary medical examination upon their enroliment.

- a certificate stating a HIV negative status and AIDS negative
status issued by a public health body of the Customer's country
of residence and a translation of the certificate into Russian
certified by the Consulate of the Russian Federation or by the
notary bodies of the Russian Federation;

3.9. Upon a conclusion of the Contract, no cost increases are
permitted except due to the level of inflation provided by main
characteristics of the federal budget for the next fiscal year and
planning period.

3.10. The tuition fee and terms of payment might be altered
through additional agreements signed by the Parties as an
integral part of the present Contract.

V. CONTRACT ALTERNATION AND TERMINATION
CLAUSES

4.1. Terms of the present Contract might be altered either by
mutual agreement of the Parties or in accordance with the
legislation of the Russian Federation.

43. The Contract might be terminated unilaterally by the
University in cases defined by the Rules of Paid Educational

4.4 The Contract is terminated earlier:

- upon the Customer’s or the underage Customer's parents’
(legal representatives’) initiative for the Customer to continue
their studies at another educational institution;

- upon an initiative of the University, if the Customer has
reached the age of fifteen years and their expulsion from the
University is a form of a disciplinary sanction, if the Customer
fails to fulfill their obligations for conscientious mastering of the
educational program and for following the curriculum, or if a
revealed violation of the admission procedure caused the
Customer's illegal enrollment at the University due to the
Customer's fault;

- due to circumstances beyond the Customer’s or the underage
Customer's parents’ (legal representatives’) control, or control
of the University, including a dissolution of the University.

4.5. The University is entitled to refuse to fulfill the obligations
under the Contract with a full compensation of Customer's
losses.

4.6. The Customer is entitled to refuse to fulfill the obligations
under the Contract with a compensation of expenses incurred
by the University.

V. LIABILITY OF THE PARTIES

5.1. If the Parties fail to perform or improperly perform their
obligations under the Contract, they are liable under the
legislation of the Russian Federation and the present Contract.

5.2. If a deficiency in the educational services is revealed,
including if the educational services are not provided in the
volume defined by the curriculum (a part of the curriculum), the
Customer is entitled to demand one of the following:

5.4.2. To entrust the provision of the educational services to a
third party for a reasonable price and to demand a
reimbursement of incurred expenses from the University, or
5.4.3. To demand reduction of the cost of the educational
services, or

5.4.4. To terminate the Contract.

VI. PaspelwieHune cnopoB

6.1. The Parties make efforts to resolve any possible disputes
concerning the Contract through negotiations.

6.2. If the Parties fail to resolve their dispute, it is resolved in
court in compliance with the following jurisdiction rules:

- if the Customer files a claim, the jurisdiction is determined in
accordance with Art. 17 of the Law of the Russian Federation
"On consumer protection”;

- if the University files a claim, the dispute is resolved in court
local to the University.

VIl. TERM OF THE CONTRACT

7.1. The Contract enters into force from the date of its signing
and is valid until the Parties fulfill their obligations.

VIII. FINAL PROVISIONS

8.1. The University is entitled to reduce the Customer's tuition
fee defined by the present Contract if the Customer shows
significant academic and(or) research achievements or if the
Customer needs social help and support. The procedure and
grounds for the tuition fee reduction are set by the University
local regulations and are communicated to the Customer.

8.2. The information in the Contract correlates with the
information on the University official website and is relevant on
the date of Contract conclusion.

8.3. A period of the provision of the educational services (the
period of

study) is a period from the date of the Customer’'s enrollment
order issued by the educational institution to the date of the
Customer's graduation or expulsion order issued by the
educational institution.

8.4. The Parties recognize the equal validity of a handwritten
signature and a fax signature (mechanically produced) of a
person authorized to act on behalf of the University. The fax
