VI. CPOK IENCTBUSA OrOBOPA

3.5. The Customer pays the tuition fee for the first semester within 10 (Ten) working
days from the date of signing the Contract but no later than 10 days prior to the
beginning of the academic year.

3.6. Tuition fees for the following periods of study are paid in advance as well - no later
than on August 31 of the current year and no later than on January 31 of the current
year for fall and spring semesters, respectively.

3.7. The Student pays in cash (in the currency of the Russian Federation) at the
Contractor's cashier, or transfers the payment (in RMB at the official exchange rate of
the Central Bank of the Russian Federation on the day of payment) to the Contractor's
bank account. The Student pays for the money-transferring services of banks
independently and at their own expense. Payment obligations are considered fulfilled
upon the actual receipt of funds to the Contractor's bank account. The payment is
confirmed by providing the Contractor with a copy of the payment document.

3.8. If the Customer violates the terms of payment, the Customer pays a penalty. The
penalty amounts to 0.1% of arrears per each day of the payment delay.

3.9. Upon a conclusion of the Contract, no cost increases are permitted except due to
the level of inflation provided by main characteristics of the federal budget for the next
fiscal year and planning period.

3.10. The tuition fee and terms of payment might be altered through additional
agreements signed by the Parties as an integral part of the present Contract.

IV. CONTRACT ALTERNATION AND TERMINATION CLAUSES

4.1. Terms of the present Contract might be altered either by mutual agreement of the
Parties or in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.

4.2. The present Contract might be terminated by mutual agreement of the Parties.
4.3. The Contract might be terminated unilaterally by the University in cases defined by
the Rules of Paid Educational Services Provision, Paragraph 22, approved by the Order
of the Government of the Russian Federation dated September 15, 2020, No. 1441,

4.4, The Contract is terminated earlier:
- upon the Customer's or the underage Customer's parents’ (legal representatives’)
initiative for the Customer to continue their studies at another educational institution;

- upon an initiative of the University, if the Customer has reached the age of fifteen
years and their expulsion from the University is a form of a disciplinary sanction, if the
Customer fails to fulfill their obligations for conscientious mastering of the educational
program and for following the curriculum, or if a revealed violation of the admission
procedure caused the Customer's illegal enrcliment at the University due to the
Customer's fault;

- due to circumstances beyond the Customer's or the underage Customer's parents’
(legal representatives’) control, or control of the University, including a dissolution of the
University.

4.5. The University is entitled to refuse to fulfill the obligations under the Contract with
a full compensation of Customer’s losses.

4.6. The Customer is entitled to refuse to fulfill the obligations under the Contract with
a compensation of expenses incurred by the University.

V. LIABILITY OF THE PARTIES

5.1. If the Parties fail to perform or improperly perform their obligations under the
Contract, they are liable under the legislation of the Russian Federation and the present
Contract.

5.2.If a deficiency in the educational services is revealed, including if the educational
services are not provided in the volume defined by the curriculum (a part of the
curriculum), the Customer is entitled to demand one of the following:

5.2.1. A gratuitous provision of the educational services;

5.2.2. A proportionate reduction of the cost of the provided educational services;

5.2.3. A reimbursement of expenses incurred due to actions taken to amend the
provided educational services by the Customer or a third party.

5.3. The Customer is entitled to terminate the Contract and to demand a full
compensation of their losses if the University has not made any amendments within
___days. The Customer is also entitled to terminate the Contract if the Customer finds
a significant deficiency in the provided educational services or other significant
deviations from the terms of the Contract.

5.4. If the University violates the terms of the provision of the educational services
(starting and(or) final dates of the studies and(or) interim dates of the provision of the
educational services) or if within the delivery of the educational services it becomes
apparent it will not be fully delivered on time, the Customer is entitled:

5.4.1. To appoint the University a new term within which the University should begin to
provide the educational services and (or) to complete the provision of the educational
services, or

5.4.2. To entrust the provision of the educational services to a third party for a reasonable
price and to demand a reimbursement of incurred expenses from the University, or

5.4.3. To demand reduction of the cost of the educational services, or

5.4.4, To terminate the Contract.

5.5. The Parties make efforts to resolve any possible disputes concerning the Contract
through negotiations. If the Parties fail to resolve their dispute, it is resolved in court
local to a place of the Contract execution process. A pre-trial settlement of the dispute
(filing a claim form) is mandatory.

VI. TERM OF THE CONTRACT

6.1. The Contract enters into force from the date of its signing and is valid until the
Parties fulfill their obligations.

VIl FINAL PROVISIONS

7.1. The University is entitled to reduce the Customer’s tuition fee defined by the present
Contract if the Customer shows significant academic and(or) research achievements or
if the Customer needs social help and support. The procedure and grounds for the
tuition fee reduction are set by the University local regulations and are communicated
to the Customer.

7.2. The information in the Contract correlates with the information on the University
official website and is relevant on the date of Contract conclusion.

7.3. A period of the provision of the educational services (the period of study) is a period
from the date of the Customer's enroliment order issued by the educational institution
to the date of the Customer's graduation or expulsion order issued by the educational
institution.

7.4. The Parties recognize the equal validity of a handwritten signature and a fax
signature (mechanically produced) of a person authorized to act on behalf of the
University. The fax signature of a person authorized to act on behalf of the University is
centified with an official stamp of the University on the Contract, additional agreements
to the Contract, and other documents relevant for its execution, conclusion or
termination.

7.5. The Contract is made in 3 copies of equal legal force, 2 copies for the University
and 1 copy for the Customer.

The Parties confirm that the Contract is considered concluded both if signed
on paper and sealed by the Parties and if signed as an electronic document. The
documents can be exchanged by sending electronic copies (scanned copies) of the
signed documents in a PDF format (scanned or photographed) to the e-mail addresses
specified in the ‘Addresses and details of the Parties’ Section.

The Parties agree that any electronic documents and their copies, any
messages, notifications (incl. notifications of the Customer’s payment arrears, requests
